PRESSURE ROLLER FRAMES & COVERS
3000 psi (210 bar) Maximum Working Pressure
Always operate your pump at the lowest pressure needed for sufficient paint supply to roller.

5000 psi (350 bar) Maximum Working Pressure
For coupling roller frame directly to 1/4 npt(m) outlet of roller
valve or other dispensing valve or gun.

AVOIDPOWERLINES

Avoid contact with any power lines! Contact with power lines could
cause extremely serious bodily injury, including burns or electrocu-
tion.

PRESSURE RELIEF PROCEDURE
To reduce the risk of serious bodily injury from fluid injection, splash-
ing in the eyes, injury from moving parts, or property damage, al-
ways follow this procedure whenever you stop painting, and before
checking, changing or repairing any part of the paint system.

1. Engage the dispensing valve/gun safety latch.

2. Shut off the power to the pump.

3. Open the fluid drain valve (required in high pressure systems
to help relieve pressure).

4. Disengage the dispensing valve/gun safety device and trigger
the gun.

5. Engage the dispensing valve/gun safety device.

This pressure relief procedure may be different than the one
suppliedwith your pumpor paint dispensing valve/gun. Use this pro-
cedure ONLY when using this Pressure Roller Equipment. At other
times, relieve the pressure exactly as stated in your separate pump
or paint dispensing valve/gun instruction manual.

ELECTRICAL GROUNDING
To reduce the risk of static sparking which can cause fire or explo-
sion and result in serious bodily injury and property damage, be sure
your entire system and the object you are painting are properly
grounded.

Read and follow all grounding instructions in your separate pump
and paint gun instruction manual, and follow all local codes regard-
ing electrical grounding.

AVOID OVERPRESSURIZING EQUIPMENT
Operate your pumpat the lowest pressure needed for sufficient paint
supply to the roller. Thepressure is safer at lower pressures, and the
paint is easier to control.

Do not attempt to modify the roller frame or to use parts which are
not designed to be used with this equipment. Modifying parts can
cause them tooverpressurizewhichcan result in component rupture
or explosion, and cause serious bodily injury, including fluid injection
and splashing in the eyes, or property damage.

Never exceed the maximum working pressure of the lowest rated
component in your system, including this pressure roller frame, the
dispensing valve/gun, extension tubes, hoses and pump/sprayer.
Overpressurizing equipment can cause component rupture, fire or
explosion and result in serious bodily injury, including injection,
splashing in the eyes and property damage.

Installing and Removing a Roller Cover (See Fig 1)

Installation: Hold the diffuser assembly and unscrew the retain-
er nut. Remove the diffuser assembly from the roller frame.
Slide the cover over the diffuser assembly, place the assembly
on the roller frame, and reinstall the nut. Do not to overtighten
the nut.

Removal:Hold the cover and unscrew the retainer nut. Slide the
cover and diffuser assembly off the roller frame, and press on
the end of the diffuser assembly to separate it from the cover.

Cleaning the Roller Diffuser (See Fig 1 and 2)

For water--base paint: Vigorously shake the diffuser in a bucket
of hot soapy water to remove wet paint.

For oil--base paint: Use a compatible solvent. Use a brass wire
brush to remove dried paint.

For further cleaning: Remove the roller cover. Remove the two
screws. Pull off the outside end cap. Disassemble all parts and
clean thoroughly in a compatible solvent.

To reassemble: Install the inside end cap onto the roller frame.
Slide all diffusers onto the roller frame. Twist and press the last
diffuser to snap the pieces together. Install the outside end cap
and the two screws. Holding the inside end cap, press on the
screws and rotate the diffusers to seat the screws. Tighten the
screws into the inside end cap; don’t overtighten.
